I write in response to your letter dated March 30, 2007, requesting confirmation asto
whether HHS has processed documents responsive to six particular items of the thirteen items
identified in CREW’s original FOIA request dated August 4, 2006. Following receipt of your
letter, HHS performed some searches in addition to those originally performed in response to

'CREW?’s original FOIA request. These new searches have located some additional documents

responsive to items one through four of your letter dated May 30, 2007. No responsive records
were located for items five and six in that letter. In addition, records responsive to items ten and
twelve of CREW’s original FOIA request were located. All of the additional records, which now
have been processed, are addressed in further detail below and the non-exempt informationis

attached.

Twenty-six pages from HHS’s Office of the Executive Secretariat were processed. Some
redactions under Exemptions 5 and 6 of the FOIA have been made, as noted in the attachments. -
The Exemption 6 redactions protect names and personal contact information of private citizens.
The Exemption 5 redactions protect internal agency deliberations covered by the deliberative
process privilege. :

- Four pages were processed from the Ofﬁce of Public Health and Science. Two pages of
internal, draft questions and answers have been redacted under Exemption 5°s deliberative
